4. Imagery or Videography Release - During Match Day, Wellington Phoenix FC may take your photo or include
you in a video. You grant us full rights to use the images resulting from the photography and videography, and
any reproductions or adaptations of the images, for fundraising, publicity or other purposes. This might include
(but is not limited to), the right to use them in printed and online publicity, social media, press releases and
funding applications. If you do not wish to be photographed, please inform Wellington Phoenix FC staff.

5. Appropriate Attire - For your comfort, safety, and everyone else's enjoyment, please dress appropriately.
Clothing must be decent, no visible gang patches, no bare feet, and while you can wear hooded jerseys, hoods
should not be worn over your head.

6. Smoking and Vaping - Porirua Park is a smoke and vape-free environment, smoking and vaping is prohibited.

7. Alcohol - A liquor-ban will be enforced at Porirua Park and its surrounding areas while a Wellington Phoenix FC
Match is taking place. Intoxicated personnel will be prohibited from entering the venue. This liquor-ban does not
include any club commercial hospitality events.

8. Security Screening - Wellington Phoenix FC and Red Badge Security the retain the right to inspect all items
brought into the venue including chilly bins, baskets and bags. Prohibited items (listed below) cannot be
brought into the park and will be confiscated. If you refuse a bag search you may not be allowed into the venue.
We have final authority over items allowed into the venue.
